Some time ago, I spoke with you about the possibility 
of applying for funding for the above conference.

Plans inc lude a 
panel which would consist of representatives from CRIAW 1 Match International and two 
or three represent.::i.tives from "third l'ior1d" organi.zations , entitled: "Spinning Local 
Thread/Weaving Global Feminism". 

A round-table which 1•muld include women from organizations in t he "Thi r d L1Jorid 11 

is also under consideration. This would be a regular session during the confere nce 
under the title: "Global Perspectives on Changing L,:::ic.::i. i Communities: Sh.::iring 
E:-:periences". 

A call for presentations has already been sent out. A number of proposals has 
already been received and accepted. Some examples of proposed top ics are: f em ini st 
therapy, health, women's studies teaching and learning, women in minority racial and 
cul tura 1 conte}:ts in Cana.da., v-mmen in other countries - espec i.::i.i 1 y "deve1 oping" 
countries, and women and constitutional/legal developments in Canada. The 
organizing committee v-lili make selections, using criteria such as relevance to the 
theme of the conference and diversity of topics.

First, we want to remind our participants 
of the constant linkage between our theorizing, our large-scale 
conceptualizations, and the day-in and day-out actions of each of us in our home 
communities and places of work. Our diversities, our differences, are "local", 
aspects of our immediate experience and realities; our commonalities are 
"global" as we seek to understand our situation as women and create positive 
change not only for women but for all people between their local action and 
research as it is influenced by, and potentially has an, impact on, events in 
larger contexts, be they with respect to the province, the country, or the 
world. Thirdly, we want to provide a forum for participants to identify paths 
for action in the situation they are researching or in the community work in 
which they are involved. 

Thus, we see the conference as a "meeting place" for CRIAW as a country-wide 
organization, but a meeting place open to participants in and outside of that 
organization. In this "meeting", each of us is encouraged to carry a strong 
sense of our "place", for example, our ethnicity, or our regional location in 
Canada. Each is encouraged to, from that standpoint, develop relationships 
among the people doing the research and the people affected by the issues 
being researched (who are often the same people as those doing the research), 
and to see the links or inter-relationships among the many issues we research. 

The actual methods for achieving this atmosphere of going beyond the 
conventional parameters of research, or mutual learning, and of collaboration 
between members of the academic community and community 
members/workers are embedded in the process designed. This process 
involves, for example, a clear articulation in promotional materials of the 
principles underlying the theme and of the objectives of the conference,

Educationa l aspect 

The conference i s educational in a variety of ways. First, there 
is the exchange between researchers and peop le concerned about or active 
in the community. Each can, and will, learn f r om each other. Second y, 
the presentations ref lect issues which are of concern to women 
everywhere. The fact that many of the presenters and participants wi ll 
be from Alberta ensures the pr ovision of an Alberta focus, and the 
highlighting of Alberta issues and work done in Alber ta . 

Participants 

The conference committee is aware that the notion of "research" may 
make it difficult for the average person to feel that the conf erence is 
accessible to her. This fact has been recognized by CRIAW over t he 
years. As in other years, the current conference commi ttee is committed 
to making every effort to do outreach to groups who might not ordinarily 
feel comfortable in participating in a CRIAW conference . Such group ings 
wou ld include, for examp le, aboriginal women, women with di sabiliti es , 
women living in poverty, ethn ic women, rura l women, and women ' s 
organizations in the commun ity. We hope to at tract a broad spectrum of 
women.

Financial Notes 

1. CRIAW has not rece ived previous grants from the Alberta Women / s 
Secretariat. The conference is held in a di ffere nt province each year. 

2. Examp les of contributions-in-k i nd to date are: 
The Westin Hotel has agreed to provide one coff ee break free . 
As the President of the Canadian Advisory Counci l on the Status 
of Women, Dr. Glenda Simms, who has agreed to be a keynote 
speaker, will not require funding by the conference. 
The Alberta Advisory Counci l on Women ' s Issues is prov iding 
in -kind assistance by making available their faci liti es for 
long distance t e lephoning, photo-copyi ng , and some postage. 

Funding Requested 

We would like to apply for funding i n the amount of $2,000. 00 . 

The amount granted wil l be allocated to workshops and 
presentations. This may include assistance with trave l and 
accommodation for Alberta presenters who are not f rom Edmonton. At this 
time, we are not sure of who may require assistance and cannot, 
therefore, advise you of the specific presenters involved. We also 
intend to apply the grant to the costs assoc iated with presentations . 
These include costs such as ren tal of faci liti es and equi pment. 
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To the City of Edmonton - an occasion to show the province and the country 
that Edmonton is not only a city known for its sports, but deserves recognition 
for its role as a significant contributor to work on social justice and equality. 
Over 400 participants are expected to participate, with at least half of these 
coming from outside of Edmonton. 

To the Province of Alberta, and Canada - the vision and views about the 
Constitution of francophone and anglophone women as they meet to talk about 
the future of federalism and their country, as a contribution to the 
strengthening of Alberta and Canada in our collective quest for sexual, cultural, 
economic, and regional equality. 

10.0 MEMBERSIDP AND COMMUNITY SUPPORT 

Members of the co-sponsoring organizations - CRIAW (local committee, and 
national Board and staff}, the Misener-Margetts Women's Research Centre, and 
the Women's Program and Resource Centre as well as members of women's 
organizations and individual women are actively involved in the planning and 
organizing of the conference, as well as in fundraising for the event.
