President's Letter: 

Dear Members, 
With the CWSA meetings at Laval now a pleasant memory, we 

begin organizing for the 1990 conference. This will be held 

May 26-28 as part of the Learned Societies meetings at the 
University of Victoria. For those of you who hope to combine 

your attendance at our meeting with those of other 
associations--or to be involved in joint sessions with other 
associations - - the CWSA dates overlap at some point with 
Theatre History, Indian and Native Studies, History of 

Medicine, Renaissance Studies, Political Science, 
Sociology/Anthropology, Hispanics, and History. Sandi Kirby, 
CWSA President-Elect and Program organizer, includes in this 
newsletter a general call for papers as well as calls for 
specifically designated topics. 

The Aid to Scholarly Publications Programme, which 
encourages publishers to produce the work of Canadian 
scholars by subsidizing a part of the publications costs, 
will establish a Women's Studies committee to find readers to 
assess the submissions in the area of Women's Studies. The 

Committee will be established this fall, and will be composed 
of specialists in our field rather than in other disciplines 

where the assessors may not necessarily be knowledgeable 
about, or sympathetic to WS scholarship. 

The Canadian Federation for the Humanities has produced a 
document titled Towards a Strategy for Research in Applied 

Ethics in Canada. This can be obtained from CFH, 151 Slater, 
Ottawa, KlP SH3. This document is the basis upon which SSHRC 
has established a new Strategic Gran ts Program on Applied 

Ethics, an area that is particularly relevant to researchers 
in WS. Collaborative projects from humanists and social 

scientists will be encouraged. Further information will be 
available from SSHRC in the fall o f 1989.
