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Research Institute Process: A Community of Researchers 

1. Recognizing that f emi ni st researchers may appear in many occupati ans, 
including professors, clinical practitioners in various fields, social 
activists, independent thinkers ·whose primary vvork is homemaking, etc. 

2. Setting a task that will bring together some of the \•vomen in that 
community so the institute can begin. 

3. The first task could be selection of the first two or three researcr, 
projects for the institute, and working out the institute structure that 
would make it possible to complete those projects. 

4. Further tasks could involve further meetings. 

5. We could accomp 1 i sh this task in a f u11 day of work, perhaps a Saturday. \ 
However, v·te might we wise to "book" tv•10 consecutive Saturdays to make ft 
possible for additional work to be done, or to develop a stronger process. 

6. We would need to decide who to invite to this session, where it would be 
he 1 d, 'Nhat documents would be distributed in advance, what procedure 
'vvoul d be used for getting possi b 1 e projects to the group for discussion, how 
we would handle lunch and snacks, Y.that would be done with the decisions or 
recommendations of the qroup. 

7. I don't know if she is t-,ere or if she would do it, but rather than hiring a \ 
short term worker for the institute per se ·we might ask Sandy Susut if she 
would organize that meeting for some dollars. 

8. Out of it should come not just the projects but the first structure of the 
institute, the begin~ing which would then evolve as we worked. 

9. The lengthy document could be distributed .. or the (not yet written 
documents) proposed earlier about the institute ... they would all be seen as 
draft documents which this group could modify. 

10. If ··rte define this as a comrnunity of feminist researchers, we ma~:J 
reduce some of the categorizing problems that have plagued us. However, we 
still need to recognize some of the divergent interests that we may have as 
'ftornen, and develop an imagery for the institute \-Vhich '•Nill make it possible 
for feminist researchers to recognize 'fthen their research is most 
appropri ately carried out at such an institute. (In some ways the film 
research on the Edmonton Grads presents a partial model I think, as ·well as
